Re: 2023 State Legislative Session Wrap-up
Background

The Affordable Housing Committee (AHC) adopted 2023 State Legislative Priorities on November 3,
2022. At the March 16 AHC meeting, King County Department of Community and Human Services
staff briefed the AHC on priorities still under consideration by the state legislature as well as other
relevant bills. The 2023 state legislative session closed on April 23. At the May 1 AHC meeting, King
County staff will brief the AHC on the final status of the bills of interest to the AHC listed in the 2023
Bill Tracker. Following the briefing, members will have 25 minutes to discuss relevant bills and
identify legislation members think necessitate AHC staff analysis and further Committee discussion.

1. Increase capital and operating resources for affordable housing

a.

Increase existing funding sources like the
Housing Trust Fund, including creating a
permanent funding source and authorizing
new, progressive sources that do not
disproportionately burden low-income

households, to the greatest extent possible.

Ensure new housing revenue tools retain
local flexibility to support uses including;:

i. Capital investments and ongoing
operating and services support for
new and existing projects serving O-
50% area median income (AMI)
households. This includes support for
permanent supportive housing and
workforce 0-30% AMI housing.

ii. Projects that promote access to
opportunity, anti-displacement, and
wealth building opportunities for
Black, Indigenous, and People of Color

House Bill (HB) 1628 - Increasing the
supply of affordable housing by modifying
the state and local real estate excise tax.
Referred to House Rules. Did not pass.
Senate Bill (SB) 5334 - Providing a local
government option for the funding of
essential affordable housing programs.
Voted out of the Senate, referred to House
Rules which then returned to Senate
Rules. Did not pass.

HB 1149/SB 5202 - Reducing
homelessness in Washington State
through capital expenditures for programs
that address housing insecurity. This is the
Governor’s referendum bill. HB 1149
heard in House Capital Budget Committee.
SB 5202 referred to Ways and Means.
Neither bill passed.
