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Reasons for Countywide Need Changes

Commerce reports a few reasons for changes to countywide need:

* Replaced old Office of Financial Management population projection and Census demographic data with
new data

o Resulted in an increase in the share of older households where household sizes are smaller, resulting in
higher projected need at and above 120% AMI.

* Changes in methodology to project countywide emergency housing and permanent supportive housing

* Now reporting emergency housing needs as a range, adjusted for projected population growth
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Jurisdictional Housing Need Changes
