	CABLE SPLICER



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include splicing, maintaining and terminating all types of high-voltage power cables used in underground distribution and electrical systems. Incumbents also inspect underground vault systems, perform related housekeeping duties and locate cable in underground systems.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications in that incumbents perform splicing on high-voltage power cables used in underground distribution and electrical systems.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Splice, maintain and terminate all types of high-voltage power cables.

2. Pull, rack and secure high voltage cables in manholes, conduit, tunnels and vaults.

3. Install, troubleshoot and repair electrical equipment required for underground distribution systems and traction power systems.

4. Locate and repair or clear trouble in underground systems.

5. Bend, install, maintain and repair all types of conduit.

6. Work with distribution system maps and feeder maps, cut sheets to perform switching and tagging for power dispatches to de-energize underground conductors.

7. Install, maintain, troubleshoot and repair protection systems.

8. Perform high voltage, direct current tests on power cables and equipment.

9. Inspect work completed by external contractors.

10. Pump water form vaults. Inspect and clean catch basins.

11. Perform other duties as assigned.

When working as a lead Cable Splicer in addition to the above:

12. May lead others within the same trade and/or utility workers, laborers and/or helpers on a temporary basis for specific projects.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge of electrical theory, principles and techniques
Knowledge of safety procedures related to job duties and when working with electrical systems
Knowledge of emergency procedures related to job duties.  (Typically this level of knowledge if learned through formal training such as an apprenticeship program and the applicant must clearly demonstrate journey status in the electrical trade.)

Skill in applying the techniques and principles of the electrical theory and electricity
Skill in installing conduit and pull underground cable
Skill in applying safety procedures including emergency procedures
Skill in identifying and locating cable
Skill in reading and interpreting blueprint and schematic drawings
Skill in using specialized tools associated with cable splicing responsibilities
Communications skills (oral and written)
Analytical skills
Problem solving skills
Licensing/Certification Requirements
