	CHEMICAL DEPENDENCY CASE MONITOR



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include interviewing and assessing low-income or indigent clients for eligibility for chemical-dependency treatment through the Alcohol and Drug Assessment and Treatment Service Agency (ADATSA) network. Incumbents also establish a plan of services for the client, monitor the client’s progress to discharge and monitor payments to agencies for services to the client to ensure conformance with program regulations.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level professional classification and is distinguished from the Social Services Program Specialist classification by its requirement for in-depth knowledge of the effects and treatment of chemical dependency and of chemical-dependency treatment programs and facilities offered through the Washington Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS). 
This classification is distinguished from the Chemical Dependency Counselor classification by its limitation to crisis, rather than actual clinical, intervention.

Examples of Duties (May very by position) 

1. Conduct intake interviews: determine client’s eligibility and need for chemical-dependency treatment services, determine appropriate services and make referrals and conduct breath analysis and/or urinalysis for screening purposes.

2. Case-manage clients prior to entry into treatment: determine client’s ability to follow through with placement instructions, establish pre-placement appointments and coordinate ancillary services, monitor waiting list for ADATSA bed space, provide crisis intervention, determine need for medical detoxification prior to treatment, orient clients to the treatment program and placement process, determine—with input from treatment agencies—the need for and likelihood of improved success with additional treatment options, such as additional course of in-patient treatment or placement in a halfway house.

3. Coordinate paperwork and payments for all clients: monitor costs for each client’s course of care against available program funding, maintain client file, determine coding for payments, and record and document statistical information in computer systems.
4. Perform other duties as assigned required.

Knowledge of signs, symptoms and behaviors associated with chemical dependency and mental illness
Knowledge of crisis intervention, dealing with hostile and/or violent clients, anger management and the dynamics of domestic violence
Knowledge of ADATSA criteria for client eligibility and of statewide treatment vendors contracted for ADATSA services and their modalities and philosophies
Knowledge of the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of the American Psychological Association (DSM IV)
Knowledge of Washington State laws and DSHS programs pertaining to treatment of chemical dependency, confidentiality of treatment and reimbursement for treatment
Knowledge of pharmacology of licit and illicit drugs
Written, oral and non-verbal communications skills
Skill in determining competency of the client to participate in assessment and follow through with a program
Skill in matching client needs to services, designing treatment plans
Skill in coordinating a continuing relationship with the client, treatment agency and ancillary services
Skill in working independently and as part of a team
Skill in organizing time and workload
Skill in defusing hostile or violent clients
Licensing, Certification and Other Requirements

Registration as a Chemical Dependency Counselor under WAC 440-22-240
TB test
CPR and first aid certification
Documentation of 60 hours of chemical dependency training in the last two years
Additional licenses, certifications and other requirements determined to be necessary to meet the business needs of the employing unit may be required.
