	CHEMICAL DEPENDENCY PROGRAM SCREENER



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include triaging substance-abuse clients for intake into the King County Detoxification Center and transporting them to appropriate facilities as needed. Incumbents assess behavior and physical condition of clients in the street or in the detoxification (detox) center by visual inspection and brief conversation to help determine need for detox or other medical services. Incumbents are called upon to assist in calming/controlling hostile or violent clients; administering breathalyzer tests, first aid and/or CPR; and taking vital signs. They also initiate the admission process and staff the reception function at the detox center.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level in a three-level classification series, and it is distinguished from other chemical dependency classifications in that its duties are limited to providing initial intake services and it does include supervisory duties.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Conduct brief assessment of clients on the street and in the office to determine the need for triage services. 

2. Take calls from 911 and the public about clients to be picked up from the downtown area for intoxication; prioritize calls and respond in person to transport clients to appropriate agency.

3. Maintain a log book of calls and visits and initiate client records.

4. Provide basic client care; assist in calming/controlling hostile or violent clients.

5. Take and record vital signs; administer breathalyzer tests, first aid and/or CPR.

6. Conduct pat search and metal scan and retrieve drug/alcohol paraphernalia.

7. Initiate medical records, record vital statistics and inventory client’s personal belongings for safekeeping. 
8. Perform other duties as assigned.

Oral and written communications skills
Skill in taking and recording vital signs
Skill in detecting signs of intoxication (drug or alcohol)
Skill in conducting brief initial assessment of client condition and determining the need for detox and other services
Skill in defusing hostile or violent behavior
