Class Summary

The responsibilities of this class are to operate vehicles that transport patients, supplies and materials to and from the Division of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Services (DASAS) or Department of Public Health sites.  Incumbents operate a least a twelve-passenger vehicle transporting clients/inmates, supplies and materials.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from the Chemical Dependency Program Screener in that incumbents’ duties are restricted to transporting intoxicated or incapacitated clients and do not include triaging clients.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)
1. Operate at least a twelve-passenger vehicle transporting clients/inmates, supplies and materials to and from designated points and various DASAS or Department of Public Health sites.

2. Pick up supplies, prepared food and other material as directed. 
3. Perform other duties as assigned. 

Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge of geographic points in Seattle and King County

Knowledge of de-escalation techniques
Oral communications skills

Skill in the safe operation of a vehicle
Licensing, Certification and Other Requirements

Valid Washington State Driver’s License; Commercial Driver’s License (CDL)
Some licenses, certifications and other requirements determined to be necessary to meet the business needs of the employing unit may be required.
