	CHEMICAL DEPENDENCY TREATMENT PROGRAM SUPERVISOR



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include supervising an inpatient chemical dependency treatment program. The work includes counseling as well as planning and scheduling activities to meet local, state and federal regulations for chemically dependent patients in a residential setting. 
Distinguishing Characteristics

This classification is distinguished from other program supervisor classifications by the need for in-depth knowledge of chemical dependency counseling and treatment programs and of pertinent state and federal laws, regulations and programs.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Supervise and coordinate a residential chemical dependency treatment program; identify operational issues and develop solutions.

2. Develop program manuals, policies and procedures; define program objectives; organize schedules and facility workspaces; evaluate program performance; ensure program meets Washington Administrative Code and Revised Code of Washington regulations; and provide interpretation of regulatory requirements.

3. Provide daily staff supervision; effectively select and hire staff; delegate work assignments; promote teamwork; evaluate staff; and develop training curriculum. 

4. Provide clinical supervision of staff; coach and develop counselors and interns; and determine staff competency.

5. Oversee and coordinate case management to ensure service standards; provide on-call consultation for emergencies and treatment issues.

6. Prepare written and statistical reports.

7. Monitor and promote continuous quality improvement.

8. Provide on-call response evenings and weekends for problem management.
9. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge of advanced clinical applications and integrated treatment approaches
Knowledge of Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of the American Psychological Association (DSM IV) and other screening instruments and applications
Knowledge of state and federal laws, regulations and programs that pertain to chemical dependency treatment—Alcohol and Drug Assessment and Treatment Services, the Washington State Department of Social and Health Services, community resources and criteria for access
Knowledge of confidentiality and reporting laws
Skill in detecting suicide warning-signs and conducting lethality assessment
Skill in understanding the legal status of patients referred from the criminal justice system
Skill in defusing hostile behavior and managing aggressive and/or violent patients
Skill in applying state-of-the-art chemical dependency research
Skill in teaching various models of counseling and evaluating appropriate counseling skills
Skill in coaching, counseling and developing staff
Skill in integrating program mission and policy into all phases of service delivery and managing daily activities of a work unit
Written and oral communication skills
Clinical interviewing and assessment skills
Skill in administering CPR
