Class Summary

The responsibilities of this class are to perform skilled journey level work to maintain, repair and upgrade a wide variety of equipment ranging from low voltage to high voltage AC and DC distribution switchgear and to perform a comprehensive preventive maintenance program.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first-level of a two-level electrician constructor series and is distinguished from the other level by performing maintenance, repair and upgrades to electrical systems.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform preventative maintenance, troubleshoot, and repair traction power substations, uninterruptible power supplies, Fire Alarm and Life Safety systems and associated equipment and devices transit SCADA field devices and motor control centers.

2. Perform maintenance, repairs and upgrades on 26 kV (high voltage) switchgear, transformers, rectifiers and distribution equipment.

3. Troubleshoot, reprogram and modify programmable logic controllers. Modify control circuits and related control devices and equipment.
4. Install, modify and upgrade new and existing electrical systems, fixtures and other related electrical equipment.

5. Maintain, troubleshoot and repair emergency generators and transfer switches.

6. Maintain and repair oil water separator systems and equipment in confined spaces.
7. Perform other duties as assigned.
When working as a lead Electrician Constructor in addition to the above:

May lead others within the same trade and/or utility workers, laborers and/or helpers on a temporary basis for specific projects.
