Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include assisting in troubleshooting low voltage lighting relays and replacing as necessary. 

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and differs from other classifications by specifying the most basic of electrical duties related to lighting replacement.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Remove and replace fluorescent light tubes in light fixtures.

2. Replace and install various light bulbs and florescent tubes such as incandescent, fluorescent, high-intensity discharge, low sodium, compact fluorescent, mercury vapor and metal halide.

3. Help journey-level workers pull wire in various conditions in ceilings and pipe, clean smoke detectors, and install anchor chains for light fixtures.

4. Install computer cable as per instructions.

5. Help troubleshoot low voltage lighting relays and replace relays.

6. Remove and replace mercury vapor lamps in light fixtures which are already turned on.

7. Replace fuses in light fixtures containing 277-volt circuit.
8. Perform other duties as assigned.
