	ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION TECHNICIAN I



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification are the installation, removal and basic physical/ electrical repair of radio equipment and related auxiliary equipment.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level of a two-level Electronic Communications series and is distinguished from the Electronic Communication Technician II in that the incumbent performs the initial installation and removal of radio communications equipment and related auxiliary equipment from both fixed locations and vehicles. Initial failure location determination is also a responsibility of this level. No system-level knowledge is required for this classification. Equipment troubleshooting is limited to determination that the failure is internal to the failed radio equipment.  Incumbents working at this level do not have supervisory responsibilities.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Install and remove all types of radio and electronic communications equipment, radio site equipment, and electronic security systems. Perform preventive maintenance to the “box” level.

2. Provide troubleshooting of mobile and fixed radio equipment installations. Determine failure to either radio equipment itself or the installation. May provide mechanical or assembly level board swaps as appropriate.

3. Assist in scheduling installation and removal of mobile and fixed radio equipment. Provide needed equipment documentation including install/removal history and maintain records regarding work orders and installation procedures and practices.

4. Provide initial point of technical contact for communications equipment user.

5. Perform other duties as assigned.

Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge of installation and basic radio maintenance practices

Knowledge of basic electronics, communications equipment and auxiliary equipment

Skill in oral and written communication 

Skill in using basic electronic test equipment (DVM, wattmeter, service monitor) to determine failure location
