Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include repairing, replacing, modifying, installing and maintaining a variety of plumbing and piping systems, including domestic and industrial water, irrigation, hydraulic, natural gas, pneumatic air, steam fuel and other systems; performing skilled welding and metal fabrication when associated with any maintenance function, repair or modification to facilities or equipment; and performing other related general repairs and modifications to facilities or equipment. 

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications because incumbents perform a wide variety of trade-related duties. Incumbents in this classification possess a wide body of knowledge related to a number of different trades.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform a variety of preventive maintenance functions and service checks on facilities, buildings and equipment.

2. Install, modify, repair, test and certify plumbing and piping systems. Repair and replace broken pipes, fixtures, faucets, sinks, toilets, fountains, valves, etc.

3. Perform framing, siding, and roofing; apply sheetrock; install insulation, windows and doors.  

4. Repair, modify, perform preventive maintenance, test and certify wet and dry fire sprinkler systems and associated mechanical devices. Respond to emergency alarms and trouble calls related to fire sprinkler systems; identify, repair or replace malfunctioning components. Perform annual testing and certification of mechanical devices in fire and life-safety systems.

5. Install, relocate and modify equipment and system assemblies; install, attach or brace appurtenances to building walls, ceilings and floors.

6. Design, lay out and fabricate various metal components, parts or fixtures used in the repair, maintenance or modification of facilities, buildings or equipment. Perform shop and field welding, layout, cutting and fitting. Operate a variety of welding and burning equipment.

7. Install, maintain, repair and modify environmental drainage systems and components.

8. Plan, schedule and coordinate activities and work with other trades, divisions and outside agencies or contractors.

9. Perform other duties as assigned.
