	FIRE AND LIFE SAFETY TECHNICIAN



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include maintaining, diagnosing, testing, repairing, replacing and calibrating various types of electronic control equipment including fire detection and control systems.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications by its responsibility for the fire and life safety detection systems and equipment in the transit tunnel and in the operations and maintenance bases.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Diagnose malfunctions of fire control/detection systems and equipment, determine appropriate repairs and prepare documentation for tracking repairs and/or tests.

2. Test and locate defective components of the fire and life safety systems and equipment and other causes of malfunctions; perform maintenance, repairs and replacement as needed.

3. Design and participate in confidence testing of fire and life safety systems and record test results. Participate in the certification and documentation of fire and life safety systems to ensure compliance with regulations.

4. Respond to emergency calls to repair and/or diagnose problems of fire and life safety systems as necessary.

5. Ensure that work performed by contractors and sub-contractors complies with established standards and codes for fire and life safety systems.

6. Work in conjunction with electrician constructors or others in repairing fire detection systems. Identify and recommend solutions to meet mandatory changes required by regulations affecting systems and components. Assist in identifying and locating equipment parts and/or modifications to systems. 

7. Develop, monitor and perform tasks related to maintaining a systematic preventive maintenance program on controls and monitoring fire and life safety systems. Plan and oversee routine inspections of fire control/detection equipment and systems.

8. Provide technical assistance and respond to internal and external inquiries about fire and life safety system components and operations.

9. Perform other duties as assigned.
