Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include conducting asbestos surveys and inspections and coordinating the work of asbestos abatement crews. Incumbents estimate costs, collect samples, file notifications and permits, maintain project files, submit abatement claims and manage projects related to asbestos removal.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the third level in a three-level Hazardous Waste Technician series and is distinguished from other levels because incumbents are responsible for conducting asbestos surveys and coordinating the work of the asbestos abatement crew. Incumbents do not have direct supervisory responsibility for crews.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Conduct initial asbestos surveys on King County buildings. Determine if asbestos is present, take samples.

2. Prepare detailed reports on survey results. Determine if hazards exist and take proper measures to alert staff. Recommend proper abatement methods. Prepare detailed cost estimates for removal.

3. Develop plans for abatement or removal process. Schedule work crews, oversee acquisition of equipment and materials, develop safety plan, and complete and file required permits and hazardous waste material notifications.

4. Oversee work performed by Supervising Hazardous Waste Technician, abatement contractors and hazardous waste consultants. 

5. Complete and submit claims for reimbursement of costs. Maintain project files.

6. Oversee work performed by asbestos and hazardous waste work crews.
7. Perform other duties as assigned.
