	SUPERVISING HAZARDOUS WASTE TECHNICIAN



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include supervising a hazardous waste abatement crew involved in removing or encapsulating various hazardous waste materials.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second level in a three-level Hazardous Waste Technician series and is distinguished from other levels because incumbents oversee the work of a crew, make operational plans for upcoming work and coordinate with other crafts and personnel.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Supervise hazardous waste abatement projects.

2. Procure annual abatement permits, prepare quarterly and annual reports on hazardous waste disposal, and schedule yearly physicals and annual refresher courses for crew and fit testing for respirators.

3. Set up the hazardous materials enclosure and ensure the integrity of the enclosure.

4. Control entry to and exit from enclosure.

5. Supervise employees involved in hazardous materials removal and monitor exposure.

6. Supervise the construction of various abatement enclosures.

7. Ensure that employees use the hygiene facilities and observe the decontamination procedures.

8. Ensure the proper maintenance of all tools, machines and calibrating devices used.

9. Ensure that engineering controls including hepa filters are functioning properly.

10. Provide training to crew members, evaluate work performance, plan work and keep management informed of procedural changes.

11. Order supplies, maintain records and prepare reports.
12. Perform other duties as assigned.
