Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include removing or encapsulating hazardous materials such as asbestos.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level in a three-level Hazardous Waste Technician series and is distinguished from other levels because incumbents perform the day-to-day operation of asbestos abatement.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Construct negative pressure enclosure for abatement or encapsulation of various hazardous materials.

2. Construct various types of mini-enclosures for glove bag and flood tile abatement of asbestos.

3. Perform pre-cleaning and encapsulation on all types of asbestos abatement.

4. Perform maintenance on many types of equipment and tools.

5. Dispose of materials in compliance with regulatory standards.
6. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge of tools and equipment used in abatement process
Knowledge of hazardous waste removal laws and codes
Knowledge of air sampling practices and principles
Knowledge of engineering controls, methods, practices and materials
Knowledge of occupational hazards and safety precautions associated with all plumbing, electrical, engineering and carpentry trades

Skill in basic mathematics

Skill in use and care of tools, machinery and equipment used in abatement industry
Skill in operating all types of power tools, machinery and equipment associated with the hazardous waste industry
Skill in working at heights from ladders and scaffolding or working in confined spaces
