Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing vector and nuisance inspections, investigating and abating complaints, educating the public and enforcing regulations.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications in that its incumbents specialize in the inspection and control of the environmental hazards associated with rodent or insect infestation, garbage or littering.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Initiate investigation of complaints from the public and from other agencies on environmental hazards such as rodent or insect infestation, garbage or littering in residential, commercial and public properties.

2. Contact parties controlling premises and counsel for resolution of complaint.

3. Prepare case file for legal action and provide testimony in court if enforcement action is necessary.

4. Provide information and technical assistance on code, regulation and policy compliance to the public and other agencies.

5. Provide sewer rodent control including baiting with poison when necessary.

6. Inspect illegal encampments for rodent infestations, garbage and general sanitation to gain cleanup and removal of encampments.

7. Prepare letters and notices of violation to effect abatement of a nuisance or hazard. Coordinate activities with building inspection agencies, police department and other public agencies.

8. Obtain inspection warrant, draw up settlement agreement, file criminal complaints and appear in court to testify when necessary.
9. Perform other duties as assigned.
