Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing heavy equipment body repair and structural maintenance work.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications in that incumbents are responsible for performing heavy equipment body repair and structural maintenance work.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Repair, straighten or replace body panels.

2. Replace flat and curved glass in body and door assemblies.

3. Inspect frames and substructures for integrity; straighten, repair or replace structural frame damage.

4. Repair or replace fiberglass panels and body components.

5. Identify hazardous materials in all areas of repair items.

6. Design and fabricate sheet metal and steel accessories.

7. Weld light sheet metal and steel.

8. Modify parts for better performance.

9. Repair water leaks.

10. Rivet body panels and components.
11. Perform other duties as assigned.
When working as Lead Heavy Equipment Body Repair Technician, in addition to the above:

1. Assign and monitor daily work assignments.

2. Research parts and materials as needed.

3. Complete paperwork and computer input as necessary
