	INDUSTRIAL PAINTER



Class Summary
The responsibilities of this classification include performing fully proficient interior and exterior painting including applying all types of coats and sealants for a wastewater treatment plant’s equipment and facilities, including pumps, pipes, floors, walls, steps, and ceilings. 

Distinguishing Characteristics
This is a single level classification.  Work is performed on an independent basis.  Incumbents apply journey level knowledge and experience of painting techniques and principles in interior and exterior painting assignments.  Duties include operating, cleaning and maintaining all equipment, materials and supplies used in painting assignment including the proper use, storage, handling and disposing of hazardous paints, solvents and materials. This classification is distinguished from other Painter classifications in that responsibilities are performed specifically to preserve facilities and equipment at a wastewater treatment plant.  
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)
1. Identify painting work/issues and generate work order to initiate the work.
2. Prepare a variety of surfaces for and apply protective coatings to heavy equipment such a pumps and motors, buildings, facilities and associated structures such as but not limited to floors, walls, steps and ceilings found at a wastewater treatment facility. Finish drywall.  

3. Operate, clean and maintain a variety of equipment related to the application of protective coatings. 

4. Remove graffiti using a sandblaster or stripper.  Sand and refinish surfaces.
5. Erect scaffolding, operate equipment such as high lift, scissor lift, fork lift and power tools. 

6. Mix, match, and blend protective coatings and sealants to preserve the life cycle of equipment and facilities.
7. Prepare time and materials estimates; order materials and supplies; schedule equipment, labor and materials for each projects.
8. Design and fabricate signs, banners and lettering for roadways and vehicles.
9. Prepare progress reports and maintain material and labor cost records.
10. Work with external contractors to ensure that painting projects are completed within established guidelines and standards.
11. Prepare painting bid proposals for capital projects.
12. Follow the industry standard for the proper use, storage, handling and disposal of all hazardous materials.

13. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills 
Knowledge of the standard practices, materials and tools of the painting trade

Knowledge of pavement painting and markings to include but not limited to the use of a Laser Stripper and the use of torch-down equipment

Knowledge of the use and application of paints, coating, sealants, varnishes, enamels, paint removers and their properties in an industrial setting

Knowledge of the preparation, mixing, blending, harmonizing and contrasting colors

Knowledge of the occupational hazards of the painting trade and precautionary measures to be used while performing painting responsibilities

Knowledge of protective coatings for equipment and machinery

Knowledge of epoxy, submersion paints and all types of surface preparation and applications

Knowledge of the techniques and principles associated with painting but not limited to plastic, wood, drywall, concrete, steel, brick, asphalt, aluminum 

Knowledge of operating High Volume Low Pressure (HVLP) spray equipment

Skill in using a computer and associated software including work order systems

Skill in working with vendors and engineers for assigned work assignments

Communication skills.

Skill in working at heights and in awkward positions to complete assignments
Licensing, Certification and Other Requirements
Washington State Driver’s License
Some licenses, certifications and other requirements determined to be necessary to meet the business needs of the employing unit may be required.
The position requires the ability to work all shift schedules and required to report to work during adverse and inclement weather conditions
Incumbents perform work at a wastewater treatment plant and associated facilities and are required to lift and carry equipment weighing up to 50 pounds, use ladders and scaffolding and in high places, and work around noxious odors and high noise levels
