	INDUSTRIAL WASTE COMPLIANCE INVESTIGATOR III



Class Summary
The responsibilities of this classification take one of two tracks.  The first track calls for supervising a team of Industrial Waste Compliance Investigators I and II.  Duties include planning and coordinating all permitting and inspecting of industrial waste dischargers and enforcing industrial waste regulations, conducting special studies concerning the identification and control of sources of pollutants, and providing lead technical expertise on permitting and regulating industrial discharges.  Incumbents in this classification plan and direct the work of their team, ensure employees are trained, measure performance, participate in hiring decisions, and recommend disciplinary actions.  The second track calls for managing the industrial waste program’s more complex projects such as monitoring the agency’s compliance with National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permits, establishing industrial cost recovery fees, drafting rules and regulations on discharging to the metropolitan sewer system, and handling the more complex permits.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the third level in a four-level classification series.  The Industrial Waste Compliance Investigator III makes long-term policy decisions that affect the direction and goals of a major unit or activity.  Decisions are subject to few constraints other than law or policy.  Contacts are with authority sources to establish plans or to choose among alternatives.  The work performed and decisions made impact the County’s compliance with federal and state regulations, protect King County’s assets in wastewater systems, and protect the health and safety of employees of King County and other agencies.  Incumbents receive guidance from existing policy and specific goals, or from instruction when no policy exists.  The Industrial Waste Compliance Investigator III classification differs from the Industrial Waste Compliance Investigator IV classification in that the Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist IV is a unit, program or section manager that makes decisions on how to distribute available resources among conflicting groups and on long range planning issues having division/department-wide impact.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform the essential duties of an Industrial Waste Compliance Investigator II.

2. Supervise Industrial Waste Compliance Investigators I and II and other assigned industrial waste personnel including measuring performance, participating in hiring decisions and recommending disciplinary actions.

3. Ensure employees have adequate resources to accomplish work.

4. Provide expert technical assistance to industrial waste staff, other agency staff and industries.

5. Assist the Industrial Waste Compliance Investigator IV in industrial waste program development and planning.

6. Review, evaluate and modify Industrial Waste procedures, rules and regulations.

7. Annually calculate the Industrial Waste program fees.  Periodically review, evaluate and update the Industrial Waste cost recovery program.
8. Operate the Industrial Waste program billing programs.

9. Monitor Industrial Waste budget expenditures and keep management informed.

10. Track and report on Industrial Waste budget expenditures.

11. Review, track and analyze trends in treatment plant effluent and biosolids.

12. Track permits, discharge authorizations and enforcement actions.

13. Manage public disclosure requests for the Industrial Waste program.

14. Manage more complex industrial waste projects and permits.
15. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge of federal, state and local environmental regulations, including pretreatment regulations
Knowledge of pretreatment program function, regulations and procedures
Knowledge of hazardous waste handling, pollution prevention and chemical storage requirements
Knowledge of safety hazards associated with sampling, industrial inspections and wastewater treatment and conveyance systems
Knowledge of statistics, mathematics, biology and chemistry
Knowledge of environmental monitoring techniques, equipment and applications, including sample collection
Knowledge of theory sampling design and statistics and what constitutes representative sampling
Knowledge of impacts of pollutants to water quality and wastewater treatment
Knowledge of industrial processes
Knowledge of industrial and municipal wastewater treatment theory, processes, effectiveness and practices
Knowledge of cost recovery, accounting and budget procedures
Skill in applying environmental regulations to individual situations

Skill in synthesizing a variety of information and assessing organizational, political, economic and environmental impacts

Skill in using computer applications such as databases, word processors, and spreadsheets
