Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing technical work in operating and maintaining the landfill gas collection and flare facilities.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first (journey) level within a two-level Landfill Gas Operator classification series and is distinguished from the second level in that incumbents perform the day-to-day operations involved in operating, maintaining and monitoring a flare station to destroy landfill gas but do not have responsibility for independent operational and emergency decisions.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Operate, maintain and control landfill gas systems including flare station, pumps, motors, blowers, valves, meters and computerized motor controls; follow all governing rules and procedures operating procedures to sustain parameters.

2. Interpret a variety of indications to make decisions on system operations.

3. Use troubleshooting procedures, identify causes of alarms and failures and take corrective action.

4. Perform control tests of landfill gas for pressure, temperature and quality at various extraction points to determine if gas system is operating effectively and efficiently; make adjustments to maintain balances and gas flow requirements.

5. Calibrate, operate and repair various portable sampling instruments and equipment; maintain calibration and status logs.

6. Prepare daily control data sheets, make formal reports and compile long-term records.

7. Perform plant and system inspections to locate needed repairs; perform preventive and corrective maintenance and maintain maintenance records.

8. Perform facility health and safety checks.

9. Coordinate, communicate and work with consulting engineers, contractors and vendors for accomplishment of various gas system related projects.

10. Solve gas system related problems using a combination of blueprints, technical manuals and field data.
11. Perform other duties as assigned.
