Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include day to day support of routine and emergency maintenance activities of trolley overhead line crews, electrician crews and radio maintenance crews.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second level of a two-level classification.  Incumbents provide support to crews by staging trolley overhead hardware and equipment, ordering parts and equipment and monitoring inventory; overseeing maintenance and repair for section vehicles and equipment; administering maintenance, testing and certification of protective equipment; and overseeing and maintaining shops, warehouses and storage yards.  

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

As assigned, performs the duties of a Utility Line Worker - Helper, Line Material Worker and Pole Hauler in addition to the following:

1. Assembles, prepares and stages specialized trolley overhead hardware and equipment, including utilizing engineering drawings, in support of Line Crew maintenance and construction activities.

2. Reviews design drawings and work orders with Power Distribution and engineering staff to ensure necessary parts and equipment are ordered, prepared and available when needed for projects and repairs.

3. Assists stores specialist in the ordering, preparation and storage of specialized electrical and trolley overhead parts, materials and equipment.  Monitors inventories and use of major inventoried items such as power poles, trolley overhead switches and crossovers.

4. Oversees administration of maintenance and repairs for all Power Distribution non-revenue vehicles and equipment, including coordination of specialized testing and maintenance needed for vehicle used in high voltage work such as line and tower trucks, boom and digger trucks, reel trucks and pole trailers.  

5. Manages fleet of electrician and radio service vans, staff vehicles, compressors and generators.

6. Administers mandatory maintenance, testing and certification of electrical protective equipment used by line and electrical crews such as high voltage blankets and protective gloves and insulating hose.

7. Oversees and maintains Power Distribution shops, storage facilities and storage yards including the main Power Distribution facility and yard, Frye warehouse facility, and South Base pole storage yard, including maintenance of gasoline and diesel dispensing facilities and fuel inventories.

8. Performs other duties as assigned.
