Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include serving as the senior member of the unlicensed deck crew, ensuring fulfillment of the Captain’s standing orders and directions, and providing emergency backup to the Captain aboard a passenger ferry.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the third of a three-level classification series.  An incumbent in this classification has primary responsibility for assuming emergency operational control of the vessel, consistent with applicable United State Coast Guard (USCG) regulations, due to an incapacitation of the Captain or other exigent circumstances.  Work includes instructing lower-level crew members in vessel operations and emergency procedures; standing watches; performing safety and security functions; and performing navigational duties as required and directed by the Captain. Work also involves performing the full range of duties of lower-level Marine Deckhands and Pursers. 
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

In addition to performing the full range of duties of a Marine Deckhand and Purser, a Senior Deckhand performs the following:

1. Conduct varied safety training for crew while underway.
2. Instruct deck crew in the use of all onboard emergency systems; demonstrate proper use of fire extinguishers, hoses and related firefighting equipment; demonstrate proper use of life preservers, rings, rafts and related life saving equipment; ensure all safety equipment is properly maintained and in working order.
3. Maintain readiness and respond to onboard emergencies; assist Captain and instruct lower-level crew members during emergency operations.

4. Assist Captain with vessel startup and shutdown; assist in fueling operations and ensure replenishment of all onboard supplies.
5. Participate in all required training and drills.

6. Perform other duties as assigned.

Knowledge of proper use of fire and life saving equipment 

Knowledge of safe lifting techniques
Knowledge of safe work practices and proper use of personal protective equipment

Skill in working with a variety of individuals from diverse backgrounds

Skill in establishing and maintaining effective working relationships

Ability to respond safely, effectively and expeditiously during an emergency

Licensing, Certification and Other Requirements

A valid United States Coast Guard (USCG) Merchant Mariner’s Document (MMD) or Merchant Mariner’s Credential (MMC) rated as an Able Seaman – Limited (AB) and possession of a valid Transportation Worker’s Identification Card issued by the Transportation Security Administration (TSA).
May be required to work a split shift.
Additional licenses, certifications and other requirements determined necessary to meet the business needs of the employing unit may be required.
