Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing skilled mechanical maintenance on a variety of base equipment such as bus washers, bus hoists, compressors, automatic doors, steam cleaners, fuel pumps and nozzles, hydraulic equipment, and other equipment necessary for performing vehicle maintenance. Responsibilities also include coordinating maintenance work needed by outside crafts, developing specifications, and purchasing new equipment or materials.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications by its responsibility for performing mechanical maintenance on transit-base equipment.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Establish, maintain and ensure scheduling of preventative maintenance on equipment.

2. Plan and conduct major overhauls of equipment as directed by manufacturer and supervisory personnel.

3. Provide supervisor with information regarding equipment that is down or not working at full capacity. Provide information regarding materials and time spent on the repair of various equipment.

4. Operate a lathe, drill press and other types of machine shop equipment.

5. Design and fabricate parts. Perform light welding on base equipment.

6. Determine the types and numbers of repairs needed to maintain the proper operation of base equipment. Determine when the work (e.g., for electrical, plumbing and heating) requires the skills of others.

7. Input or extract data using a computer terminal to keep the maintenance reporting system current.

8. Install, remove, relocate, align and anchor equipment.

9. Coordinate construction and modifications of facilities with outside contractors and consultants and with engineering services.
10. Perform other duties as assigned.
