	OPERATING ENGINEER I



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing the day-to-day operation of one or more physical plants; operating and monitoring heating, ventilation, air conditioning and refrigeration (HVAC) systems and equipment; and inspecting and preparing logs and reports.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level in a three-level Operating Engineer series and is distinguished from the second level in that incumbents perform day-to-day and basic operations related to heating, ventilation and refrigeration systems. Incumbents generally do not perform skilled hands-on repairs.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Keep heating and refrigeration systems operating. Perform routine maintenance such as lubricating motors and changing belts and filters.

2. Respond to trouble calls, customer complaints, equipment failures and work requests.

3. Perform water analysis for steam and hot and chilled water systems.

4. Clean and inspect HVAC and refrigeration equipment.

5. Perform preventive maintenance to systems and system components.

6. Operate boilers; inspect, clean and troubleshoot systems; check performance.

7. Adjust automated chemical control system and conduct water tests.

8. Perform routine maintenance such as vacuuming pools, lubricating pumps, backwashing pools, cleaning and sanitizing pool decks and repairing lockers.

9. Perform incidental repairs and maintenance to facility’s structure; perform minor repairs to building’s plumbing, lights, electrical systems, door hardware incidental to HVAC, pool systems or building systems.

10. Determine parts needed.

11. Maintain repair and maintenance records.

12. Recommend changes to HVAC systems; recommend maintenance requirements for pool water sanitation and related pool environment equipment.
13. When working as Operating Engineer I – Aquatics Center, in addition to the above:

14. Assist in setting up an ongoing maintenance schedule.

15. Log and adjust the HVAC system.

16. Perform systems analysis.

17. Install/maintain cabling and other systems (timing).
18. Perform other duties as assigned.
