	OPERATING ENGINEER II



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing skilled day-to-day operation, maintenance, troubleshooting and repair of facility heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) and related building systems.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second level in a three-level Operating Engineer series and is distinguished from the first level in that incumbents perform skilled hands-on repair, overhaul and major maintenance activities related to HVAC and refrigeration systems, perform specialized maintenance or lead other workers.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Repair and replace systems and system components.

2. Install instruments, cabling and other systems.

3. Perform preventive maintenance to systems and system components. Set up preventive maintenance schedule and determine extent of work and parts needed.

4. Coordinate and monitor outside contractors, local and Washington State agencies and insurance companies for work performed on related HVAC and boiler systems.

5. Plan, design, construct and coordinate small construction projects in and around plant.

6. Establish and maintain repair and maintenance records.

7. Respond to trouble calls, customer complaints, equipment failures and work requests.

8. Perform water analysis for steam and hot and chilled water systems.

9. Operate and maintain HVAC and related life safety systems; log and maintain records.

10. Calibrate, repair and maintain pneumatic controls.

11. Maintain induction and air handling units; clean and inspect all equipment.

12. Prepare bid specifications for building repair and modifications and for the repair and maintenance of specialty items. 

13. Maintain records and logs and monitor assets replacement program. Prepare reports on equipment operations.

14. Conduct refrigeration maintenance and service.

15. Recommend and implement changes to existing HVAC systems.

16. Operate boilers; inspect, clean, troubleshoot and conduct periodic overhauls of industrial heating system and ensure performance.

17. Inspect, operate and maintain pool systems, heating and ventilation units and automated control systems.

18. Coordinate maintenance for pool water sanitation and related pool environment equipment.

19. Coordinate and/or perform incidental repairs and maintenance to facility’s structure; perform minor repairs to building’s plumbing, lights, electrical systems, door hardware incidental to heating and ventilating pool or other components.

20. Perform other duties as assigned

When working as Operating Engineer II – Lead:

21. Provide lead direction to subordinates in physical plant/pool operations and/or maintenance.

22. Calculate labor, material, equipment charges, permit fees and subcontractor costs for various projects.

23. Establish procedures and development training for heating and ventilating systems.

Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Journey-level knowledge of maintenance and repair of equipment, including heating and ventilation, pneumatic controls, electrical controls, chillers, boilers, pumps and piping, laboratory ventilation, refrigeration, electricity and HVAC controls
Knowledge of applied mathematics

Knowledge of typical construction methods and procedures
Knowledge of the products, materials, equipment and tools related to the industry
Oral and written communications skills 
Skill in reading and interpreting blueprints
