Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include creating photographic images and projects through the use of cameras, lighting, filters, meters, film, videotape or electronics. Incumbent responsibilities include performing preventive maintenance, troubleshooting and making emergency repairs of cameras and laboratory equipment.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This classification is the second level within a three-level classification series. This classification is the journey level classification within the series and is distinguished from the first level Photographer Technician in that the incumbent is responsible for creating original, artistic or technical and special-purpose photographic video and audiovisual products. This classification is distinguished from the third level Lead Photographer in that the incumbent does not perform supervisory responsibilities for assigned staff.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Operate cameras, light meters and lighting equipment to create original photographic and videotape images.

2. Produce and edit photographic images and slide shows for communication products, displays, exhibits, presentations and for specific events such as evidence for court proceedings, annual reports and media.

3. Perform routine preventive maintenance and emergency repair of laboratory equipment and troubleshoot equipment problems.

4. Coordinate audiovisual services program.

5. Consult with customers regarding their photographic vendor services.

6. Recommend vendor selection and monitor vendor performance.

7. Monitor photographic inventory, supplies and other record systems.

8. Evaluate and recommend the purchase of equipment, software and supplies.

9. Provide video production services.

10. Perform other duties as assigned.

Knowledge of field, aerial and studio photography

Knowledge of photography techniques and theory for camera usage, film and lighting

Knowledge of black-and-white and color processing, printing and copy camera practices and related laboratory practices

Knowledge of video production techniques

Knowledge of computer applications for photographic imaging

Knowledge of printing and reproduction techniques

Knowledge of current graphic, audiovisual and photographic trends

Knowledge of electronic imaging technology and trends

Knowledge of the operation, maintenance and repair of printers and processors

Knowledge of safety procedures for handling caustic, hazardous, flammable and carcinogenic chemicals

Knowledge of digital imaging

Knowledge of the operation of enlarging and processing equipment

Communications skills (oral and written)

Skill in operating darkroom equipment for enlarging and processing of photographic film

Skill in operating various photographic copy cameras

Skill in mixing photographic chemicals to industry standards

Skill in video camera, VCR and audio visual equipment operation

Skill in calculating exposure values used in field, aerial and studio photography

Skill in performing routine, preventive and small repairs

Skill in using lighting, cameras, lenses, photo-processors, film and filters to create images

Skill in using technical and artistic methods such as composition, contrast and texture to illustrate subject through photographs

Skill in making audiovisual presentation products

Skill in responding to changing deadlines and priorities

Skill in safely handling photographic chemicals
