Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing the full scope of technical and supervisory responsibilities for a multi-disciplinary technical and professional staff involved in the engineering and analysis of the process control function for a wastewater treatment plant. The position calls for knowledge of wastewater treatment, process control and basic engineering.  
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and incumbents are responsible for the overall supervision of professional and technical classifications involved in wastewater treatment process control. This classification is distinguished from the Chief Process Analyst in that the incumbent is responsible for supervising a multi-disciplinary section involved in evaluating, analyzing and making decisions about the process control function for a major wastewater treatment plant. It is distinguished from the section manager in that the incumbent in this position does not manage the overall wastewater treatment function.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform the full scope of supervisory responsibilities for the process control, process engineering, computerized systems and laboratory activities of a treatment plant and outlying sewage conveyance facilities.

2. Evaluate plant performance and laboratory data and provide or approve major or unusual directives for process control adjustments.

3. Review and approve regulatory and technical reports.

4. Oversee engineering, planning and design projects to improve and update processes.

5. Provide overall vision for the process control function and motivate employees.

6. Review, approve and oversee special research projects.

7. Serve as scientific and technical consultant with internal and external customers.

8. Review and approve laboratory testing and sampling techniques and procedures including Quality Assurance/Quality Control programs (QA/QC).

9. Negotiate regulatory permits and ensure compliance with laws and regulations. 

10. Approve purchasing, budgeting, design upgrades and major process control changes.
11. Perform other duties as assigned.
