Class Summary 

The responsibilities of this classification include maintaining the cleanliness of the interior and exterior of Light Rail Operating Facilities.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level in a two-level Rail Facilities Custodian classification series.  Incumbents in this classification perform internal and external custodial work for Light Rail Operating Facilities.  
This classification is distinguished from other custodial classifications in that incumbents are responsible for maintaining cleanliness inside and outside of Light Rail Operating Facilities and surrounding areas. This classification is distinguished from the Rail Station Custodians in that incumbents assigned to the Rail Station Custodian classification are responsible for cleaning stations, elevators, escalators, park and rides, and industrial facilities.  
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)
1. Secure areas for safe cleaning.
2. Clean the Light Rail operations facilities including shop areas, offices, hallways, surrounding surface area, parking lot, stairways, elevators and other portions of the facilities.
3. Mix and use cleaning chemicals and solutions.
4. Strip, wash and scrub various types of floors, such as wood, linoleum, concrete and marble; vacuum and extract dirt from carpets; machine buff floors. Clean, stock and sanitize restrooms. Dust, wipe, wash and vacuum surfaces.
5. Empty trash and recycle bins. Load and unload small equipment, debris and trash.
6. Set up and arrange furniture for meetings and other events.
7. Secure office and shop areas as directed.
8. Operate pressure washers, blasters and associated equipment.
9. Prioritize emergency tasks in the absence of on-site supervision; respond to emergency calls as necessary.
10. Plan, schedule and communicate activities with other trades and divisions; assist other trades as necessary.

11. Request and stock various supplies.
12. Clean glass and surface area.
13. Remove graffiti.
14. Perform snow and ice removal.

15. Operate company assigned vehicles.
16. Perform other duties as assigned.

Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)
Knowledge of basic janitorial techniques

Knowledge in the use and care of cleaning equipment

Knowledge of and compliance with applicable safety standards and requirements

Knowledge in the proper use and disposal of cleaning chemicals
Skill in communication
Skill in reading, following and safely handling cleaning supplies per manufacturers’ instructions 
Skill in dealing proactively and sensitively with customers

Skill in performing multiple tasks simultaneously
Skill in working with a variety of individuals from diverse backgrounds

Skill in learning new methods and ways of doing work

Skill in problem solving and analytical skills required to solve common problems

Licensing, Certification and Other Requirements 

Washington State Driver’s License is required.
Forklift, Aerial Lift, and First-Aid/CPR certifications.

Work from high places from mechanical lift devices, indoors and outdoors and in inclement weather, is required.

Non-standard work hours including evenings, weekends and holidays may be required.

Some licenses, certifications and other requirements determined to be necessary to meet the business needs of the employing unit may be required.
