Class Summary 

The responsibilities of this classification include performing a wide variety of maintenance and equipment operation duties not associated with journey-level work. Rail Laborers are expected to assist other classifications including landscapers, custodians, facility mechanics, signal technicians, communications, technicians, track and structure maintainers, storeroom personnel and others.  

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single level classification. Rails Laborers are expected to work safely along the right-of-way during revenue and non-revenue service and to properly enter and maintain safe areas in confined spaces.

This classification is distinguished from other classifications in that Rail Laborers perform routine duties associated with assisting crafts performing maintenance on the Link Light Rail. 
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)
1. Assist in the performance of a wide range of maintenance activities including facilities, landscaping, signal equipment, track, structures and communications equipment; assist custodians as required.
2. Operate a variety of equipment, machinery and vehicles such as Bucket Trucks, Platform Trucks, landscaping equipment, Hy-Rail Equipment, pressure washers and forklifts.
3. Assist journey-level workers who perform carpentry, painting, plumbing and electrical work.
4. Perform minor maintenance and repair to equipment and facilities.
5. Flag track-way to provide safe rail work zones; may set-up work-zone traffic control areas.
6. Maintain work records and complete work requests.
7. Respond to emergency calls as necessary.
8. Perform snow and ice removal.
9. Operate company assigned vehicles including Hy-rail and aerial lift equipment.
10. Perform other duties as assigned.

Knowledge in the use and care of tools and equipment

Knowledge of basic safety rules and applicable OSHA laws

Knowledge of basic mechanical skills

Skill in basic oral and written communication, including the ability to understand and follow directions

Skill in performing multiple tasks simultaneously
Skill in working with a variety of individuals from diverse backgrounds
