Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing journey-level sign manufacturing work in a lead worker capacity.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second level of a two-level Sign Painter classification series. This classification is distinguished from the Sign Painter I classification in that the incumbent trains, organizes and prioritizes the work of others in addition to performing all phases of sign manufacturing at a journey level.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

In addition to the duties of a Sign Painter I:

1. Prioritize, plan and schedule work assignments and allocate crew members to assignments.

2. Maintain daily materials and labor records.

3. Monitor quality and production of work product.

4. Determine labor, equipment and material needs.

5. Communicate with vendors for sign bidding on special orders and outside accounts.

6. Coordinate inventory and ordering of materials.

7. Prepare and apply graphics to building surfaces (interior and exterior), vehicles and equipment.

8. Prepare layouts and mock-ups for bidding special projects.

9. Fabricate street marker and other traffic signs according to the Manual Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD).

10. Operate and train others in sign fabrications in all phases.

11. Maintain a safe environment both inside and outside the shop.

12. Perform all tasks associated with photographic stencils for silk-screen printing and assembly.

13. Clean and maintain all painting equipment and materials.

14. Ensure that materials and supplies are stored and disposed of properly.
15. Perform other duties as assigned.

Knowledge of methods, materials and equipment used in the sign and graphics trade
Knowledge of proper preparation, paint mix, chemistry, blending and application of coatings
Journey-level knowledge of basic silk-screen methods and practices
Knowledge of Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) manual
Knowledge of basic computer graphics and vinyls at the journey level
Knowledge of proper ventilation systems for fumes when using odorous materials
Knowledge of required handling, storage and disposal of hazardous materials
Knowledge of traffic sign layout in accordance with the MUTCD manual
Skill in computer-operated sign-making equipment
Skill in using a computer for filing and printing
Skill in oral and written communications
Skill in the application, use and manufacture of coatings, equipment and materials for signs, graphics and decals
Skill in prioritization and organization
Skill in the use of computer operating and plotter equipment
Skill in setting up, applying and edge-trimming sheeting for a variety of shapes and surfaces
Skill in layout, block-out, cut-out and mock-up of photographic stencils for silk-screen printing and assembly
