	TRANSFER STATION OPERATOR



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include directing, monitoring and controlling the processing of garbage; operating equipment; offering customer assistance; and maintaining safe and efficient operations at solid waste transfer stations.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications in that the incumbent performs duties of both customer assistance and waste handling at transfer stations.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Inform, direct, monitor and control public customers and commercial haulers at transfer stations.

2. Operate bulldozer, front-end loaders and stationary backhoes within transfer stations.

3. Position and secure loaded trailers and return empty trailers to chute.

4. Respond to on-site accidents, emergencies and hazardous spills.

5. Maintain cleanliness of floor, chutes, parking lots and roads within station grounds.

6. Monitor and control customer activities at transfer stations; control flow and sequence of trucks dumping; direct customers to appropriate areas.

7. Perform visual safety inspection of vehicle.

8. Maintain vehicle cleanliness.
9. Coordinate work duties with crew.

10. Compact garbage and screen for hazardous or unacceptable materials.
11. Perform other duties as assigned.
When working as Transfer Station Operator — Maintenance:

1. Operate bulldozer, front-end loaders and stationary backhoes beyond those duties associated with the processing of garbage when performing maintenance duties within transfer stations.

2. Repair broken water lines, replace worn valves, unclog waste/sewer lines; protect lines from freezing.

3. Install heat tapes and make various replacements, including replacements of switches, outlets, wall heaters and fans.

4. Mow lawns, remove weeds, apply bark, prune and trim hedges.

5. Maintain building; repair tiles, linoleum, siding, roof, concrete and fences.
