Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing skilled rough and finish carpentry in the maintenance, repair, modification and remodel of transit buildings, facilities and structures.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first of a two-level Carpenter classification series.  Work involves performing a wide range of carpentry work including altering, repairing, remodeling and constructing a variety of building structural components and elements. Work includes designing, constructing and fabricating varied finish carpentry projects.  Work also includes bus shelter installation, maintenance and repair as well as glass replacement and glazing.  Work may require performing incidental work in other building trades as needed.  Work requires providing varied support and performing a variety of duties as assigned during adverse weather events or other emergencies.  Work is performed under the general supervision of a Lead Carpenter and a higher-level facility maintenance supervisor.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Repair, modify and remodel all structural components of buildings including walls, floors, ceilings, partitions, doorways, window casements, stairways, roofs, walkways, door locks and hardware and similar structures; install drywall; fabricate and repair guardrails, fences, decks and similar structures.

2. Repair, modify and construct cabinets, counters, shelves, desks, tables, miscellaneous furniture and related finish carpentry projects; design and construct special office furnishings.
3. Build forms for shelter installation and concrete pours; build and repair mortar boxes and scaffolds.
4. Install, maintain and repair bus shelter components, comfort stations and passenger facilities and amenities.

5. Operate and maintain a variety of carpentry hand and power tools and equipment.

6. Prepare time and material estimates on remodel and repair projects.

7. Maintain varied records including work performed, time spent, materials used, operating logs and related information; enter and extract data using automated systems; maintain manual records as required.
8. Perform incidental caulking and sealing, pole repair, tile-setting, concrete, masonry and related work.
9. Perform other duties as assigned.
