	TRANSIT DESIGNER II



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing technical or engineering design duties for the public transportation operations.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second (entry) level within a six level classification series.  This classification is distinguished from the third level by the performance of entry level engineering design duties and responsibilities with minimal direction and guidance. Incumbents perform drafting tasks manually or with CADD for the production of drawings, maps and plans utilizing a full range of graphic techniques, and assist in field inspections and surveys. This classification is distinguished from other engineering technical design classifications because the work is performed to support public transportation operations.

Examples of Duties (may vary by position):

1. Prepare preliminary and final drawings from field notes and sketches using appropriate drafting techniques and specialized drafting equipment, including automated computer aided design (cad) system.

2. Perform necessary mathematical computations using a calculator to interpret field notes and survey dimensions for development of drawings and specifications.

3. Assist engineers during field surveys and inspections.  Take on‑site measurements.  Record field notes and other field reports.

4. Produce initial graphic layouts and sketches for projects involving modifications, and repairs or preparation of as‑built drawings.

5. Prepare drawings, permit maps, charts and other visual aids and exhibits for public information displays, legal proceedings, and metro council meetings as required.

6. Update drawing files and log books as necessary.

7. Perform other duties as assigned.

Minimum Qualifications
Education

An associate degree, two years of engineering technology or two years of college or two years of technical school training is required with an emphasis on drafting.  Two years of drafting and/or field inspection/surveying experience may substitute for this requirement. 

 Experience

Two years of drafting experience are required.  Familiarity with CADD desirable.  

Knowledge

The Transit Designer II must be familiar with drafting and graphics techniques for a multi-discipline environment.  Must be able to perform necessary mathematical computations using plane geometry and trigonometry fundamentals.  Must be able to work independently with minimal supervision.
Physical Requirements

The position requires physical dexterity to accumulate field data for the preparation of detailed engineering drawings.  Minimal physical exertion is required.

Interpersonal Skills

Contacts are with others within the work group or the agency.  Frequent external contacts are with vendors or consultants for the purpose of gathering and exchanging information.  

Must be willing to work with a diverse group of people.

Work Environment

Work is generally performed in an office environment with some field investigations required.  Work pressure, disturbances of work flow and/or irregularities in work schedule are expected and occur on an intermittent basis.

Supervision:  N/A
Responsibility

The incumbent is responsible for performing a wide variety of preliminary drafting assignments.  The Transit Designer II may be assigned to the field to assist engineering personnel in field surveys and inspections.
