	TRANSIT EQUIPMENT PAINTER



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include preparing, painting and refinishing surfaces of transit coaches, automotive, heavy-duty and related equipment as well as transit related signage and markings.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second of a three-level Equipment Painter classification series.  Work involves performing skilled, journey-level automotive and equipment painting as well as painting transit related signs, markings and insignia all according to established specifications.  Work includes determining the most effective and efficient means to achieve desired outcomes.   Work requires incumbents to learn and transfer new and expanded knowledge and skills as components and materials are modified and updated.  Work is performed under the general supervision of a Lead Transit Equipment Painter and higher-level vehicle maintenance supervisors.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Assist in maintaining inventory of supplies and equipment; order supplies and materials; maintain record of work performed and materials used; enter and extract data from automated vehicle maintenance systems; prepare and setup all equipment and supplies required to perform work assignment.

2. Review work order and inspect condition of vehicle; prepare surfaces of transit coaches, trolleys, trucks, sweepers, and related equipment and associated parts; wash, sandblast, sand and mask/unmask surfaces; operate associated hand tools and equipment.
3. Mix primers, paint and components, and match colors.

4. Operate equipment, brush, roller or paint guns to apply primers, paint, finish and seal coats; spray and apply enamel, lacquer or other protective and decorative coatings; paint stripes and insignia according to specifications; perform rework and touch-up painting; apply or restore anticorrosion treatments; perform final inspections and repair detected faults; polish and return vehicle for service.
5. Apply decals, transfers, stencils and other types of identification to finished paint work.

6. Create and design graphics and signage layout; fabricate and install signs and decals for various types of signage and displays.

7. Prepare, paint, print and silk screen signs, decals and posters including bus stop, parking lot, card signs and related items; cut stencils, setup, print and silk screen required materials.

8. Work in conformance with blueprints, drawings, sketches, photographs, specifications, shop practices and instructions.

9. Paint miscellaneous items including office furniture, small equipment furniture and parts as required.
10. Clean and maintain painting equipment and work area; ensure curing and air filtering equipment are controlled according to specifications.

11. Operate transit vehicles around transit bases and facilities as required.
12. Perform other duties as assigned.
