	TRANSIT MAINTENANCE CONSTRUCTOR



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing skilled welding, plumbing and mechanical work in the maintenance and repair of transit buildings, facilities, structures and equipment.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first of a two-level Maintenance Constructor classification series.  Work involves maintenance, repair, modification and replacement of diversified building and structural systems including plumbing, piping, irrigation, pneumatic, hydraulic, natural gas, water, steam, industrial wastewater, fire suppression, fuel and related systems.  Work includes performing various types of welding and operating heavy equipment in conjunction with assigned work.  Work also includes maintaining, repairing and servicing varied auxiliary equipment located within facilities as well as the heavy-duty equipment used in facilities maintenance.  Work may require performing incidental work in other building trades as required.  Work requires compliance with all applicable federally mandated safety-sensitive requirements.  Work also requires providing varied support and performing a variety of duties as assigned during adverse weather events or other emergencies.  Work is performed independently under the general supervision of a higher-level facility maintenance supervisor.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Install, modify, maintain, repair, test and certify components of plumbing and piping systems, backflow prevention assemblies, water and industrial wastewater and related systems.
2. Repair, maintain, modify, test and certify fire prevention/suppression systems, sprinklers and associated fire, life safety and mechanical devices.

3. Install and anchor equipment, assemblies and auxiliary devices to structures in compliance with building and seismic codes and regulations.
4. Maintain and service equipment including pumps, pressure washers, gates, shop machinery, groundskeeping, heavy-duty and related equipment.
5. Fabricate and weld ferrous and non-ferrous metals required for the repair, maintenance and construction of facilities, passenger shelters, equipment and structures.

6. Operate and haul heavy-duty equipment including cranes, backhoes, loaders, dump trucks, forklifts, snowplows, road sanding and similar equipment.

7. Maintain varied records including work performed, time spent, materials used, operating logs and related information; enter and extract data using automated systems; maintain manual records as required.

8. Perform other duties as assigned.

Must pass drug and alcohol testing provisions for safety-sensitive positions as required by the U.S. Department of Transportation, 49 CFR Parts 40 and 655

Work requires reporting for duty during adverse weather events and other emergencies

Willingness and availability to work different shifts on weekdays, nights, weekends and holidays
