	TRANSIT MAINTENANCE MACHINIST



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing skilled machining and fabrication of a wide variety of parts, tools and equipment for transit coaches, heavy-duty, automotive and auxiliary equipment.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first of a two-level Maintenance Machinist classification series.  Work involves skilled, journey-level precision machining and fabrication as well as setup, operation and manipulation of specialized metal working machines, lathes, mills, drill presses and related equipment.   Work also involves skilled use of precision measuring tools and equipment and interpretation of engineering drawings and specifications.  Work requires incumbents to learn and transfer new and expanded knowledge and skills with changes in machining tools and equipment, metallurgy and transit equipment, systems and components.  Work also requires compliance with all applicable federally mandated safety-sensitive requirements.  Work is performed under the general supervision of a Lead Transit Maintenance Machinist and higher-level vehicle maintenance supervisors.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Repair, reconstruct and fabricate a variety of parts, dies, fixtures, fittings, attachments, tools and equipment for transit coaches and equipment; develop specifications and tolerances, and interpret engineering drawings, blueprints, sketches and specifications.
2. Setup and operate engine lathes, planers, grinders, drill presses, mills and related metal working equipment; measure for tolerances using micrometers, vernier and similar calipers, and related precision measuring equipment; maintain and ensure all tools and equipment are in proper working condition.
3. Remove, repair and replace parts, systems and components that require machining or replacement fabrication; develop tooling to improve safety and productivity; extract broken bolts, drill, tap and install helicoils and inserts; identify and repair worn, cracked or otherwise damaged components.
4. Operate hoists, jacks and other generalized shop equipment.

5. Adhere to prescribed safety practices, methods and precautions in lifting and transporting heavy motors, pumps and related components.
6. Maintain records of orders, completed repairs, time worked and materials used; enter and extract data using an automated vehicle maintenance system.
7. Coordinate activities and communicate with other vehicle maintenance staff as required.
8. Perform other duties as assigned.
