Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include preparing surfaces of transit coaches and equipment for painting and providing general assistance to Transit Equipment Painters.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first of a three-level Equipment Painter classification series.  Work involves performing preliminary preparations required to paint coaches, equipment and miscellaneous items as required.   Work includes applying and installing coach decals, markings and signage.  Work is performed under the general supervision of a Lead Transit Equipment Painter and higher-level staff.  This classification performs semi-skilled work and is distinguished from the Transit Equipment Painter classification that performs skilled, journey-level automotive and equipment painting.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform sand blasting, sanding, taping, masking and papering tasks to prepare surfaces for painting; strip vehicles and vehicle parts using paint remover and similar chemicals.

2. Clean, cut and prepare materials for signs.
3. Apply, remove and replace coach and equipment decals, markings and signs.

4. Clean and maintain painting equipment and work area.
5. May perform basic silk-screen painting.

6. Operate transit vehicles as required
7. Provide general assistance to Equipment Painters and others as requested.
8. Perform other duties as assigned.
