Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include inspecting damaged transit vehicles and equipment, and estimating labor hours and parts required to repair and return vehicle to service.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a standalone classification.  Work involves conducting a detailed examination of vehicle and equipment damages, preparing a comprehensive listing of parts and materials necessary and estimating labor hours required to repair damages.  Work also involves maintaining associated records and providing documentation and testimony as required for damage recovery.  Work requires compliance with all applicable federally mandated safety-sensitive requirements.  Work is performed under the general supervision of higher-level administrative supervisors.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform visual inspections of damaged transit vehicles and mobile equipment.

2. Prepare detailed written repair estimates based on inspections.

3. Prepare daily reports on damages to vehicles and equipment.

4. Establish and maintain record-keeping systems for estimates of damaged vehicles and equipment.

5. Research historical maintenance information on vehicles and equipment for court cases.

6. Serve as an expert witness in court cases testifying on cost of repairs.

7. Maintain records of estimates prepared; input and extract data using an automated vehicle maintenance system.

8. Perform other duties as assigned.
