Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include operating vehicles safely and efficiently with a minimum load capacity ranging from 0 to 3 yards.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level in a three-level Truck Driver series and is distinguished from other levels in that the incumbent is limited to operating small trucks, vans and panel trucks with a small-load capacity of 0 to 3 yards.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Deliver materials to on-site accidents, emergencies and hazardous spills.

2. Drive pickups, vans or panel trucks.

3. Pick up and deliver correspondence.

4. Perform visual safety inspection of vehicle.

5. Check fluid levels and refill as needed; refuel vehicle; attend to tire pressure.

6. Maintain records.

7. Maintain vehicle cleanliness.

8. Load and transport materials to work areas.
9. Perform other duties as assigned.
