Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing skilled work in the construction and maintenance of the trolley overhead and underground feeder electrical systems.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level in a two-level line construction series and is distinguished from other levels in that incumbents perform journey-level work in the construction and maintenance of the tolled overhead and underground systems.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Set and guy all types of poles. Assemble and fasten cross arms, brackets, mast arms, and related hardware.

2. String wires and cables for electrical power distribution systems and transit power circuits or control circuits.

3. Install and maintain overhead trolley lines. Test, troubleshoot and repair defective circuits. Splice wire and cable, and install conductors in conduit or overhead wiring. Trim trees in close proximity to overhead lines.

4. Install, maintain, and repair intersection tracks, directional, power and induction switches, sectional circuit breakers, crossovers and other overhead trolley equipment.

5. Perform other duties as assigned.

When working as a Lead Line Worker, in addition the above:

6. Lead others within the same trade and/or utility workers, laborers and/or helpers on a temporary basis for specific projects.

Knowledge of applicable tools and equipment
Knowledge of related laws and codes
Knowledge of occupational hazards and safety precautions associated with electrical trades
Communications skill (oral and written)
Basic mathematics skills
Skill in use and care of related tools, machinery and equipment used
Skill in operating associated types of power tools, machinery and equipment

Skill in working at heights from ladders and scaffolding or working in confined spaces
