Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing, under close supervision, clean-up services not associated with journey-level work in any skilled trade.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level within a four-level Utility Worker series and is distinguished from higher levels in that the Utility Worker Assistant performs duties requiring little special training or experience.  The duties of this classification include the performance of a variety of manual tasks, litter pick-up, facilities clean up, traffic flagging and loading or unloading various equipment.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Clean and provide litter pick-up along County roads, property and solid waste facilities.

2. Load and unload small equipment and debris.

3. Flag traffic for over-width loads or around site construction or accidents.
4. Deliver potable and non-potable water supply to rural landfills.

5. Pick up parts for the shops.

6. Perform related work as required.
7. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge of the hazards involved in the performance of assigned tasks
Basic knowledge of safety procedures
Knowledge of the care, maintenance and use of assigned equipment
Skill in communications (oral and written)
