Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing, under direct supervision, a variety of basic labor duties not associated with journey-level work in any skilled trade.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second level within a four-level Utility Worker series and is distinguished from higher levels in that the Utility Worker I performs only very basic labor duties and is typically under the direct supervision of another worker. This classification differs from the journey-level trades in that Utility Workers do not perform the full range and skill of work typically expected at the journey level of skilled trades. This classification also differs because of the diversity of work performed.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Clean and maintain a variety of areas, including building and/or bus shelter interiors and exteriors, surrounding landscapes, parking areas and vehicles.

2. Move furniture and equipment as directed and set up meeting rooms.

3. Perform minor repairs to road surfaces, buildings and equipment.

4. Perform other duties as assigned.

Basic knowledge of safety procedures
Skill in communications (oral and written)
