Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing a wide variety of maintenance and equipment operation duties not associated with journey-level trades work and performing lead duties.
Distinguishing Characteristics
This is the fourth level within a five-level Utility Worker series.  Incumbents perform the work of a Utility Worker II and also perform lead functions that may include identifying, scheduling, coordinating, planning, assigning, overseeing and evaluating the work of other crew members.  Leads may also assign overtime, approve leaves, train personnel and perform administrative duties. 

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)
Perform the duties of a Utility Worker II and the following:

1. Prioritize, schedule and assign work.

2. Oversee and evaluate the work of subordinate crew members.

3. Monitor work in progress.

4. Investigate and resolve citizen complaints.
5. Perform other duties as assigned.

Incumbents have the knowledge and skills required for Utility Worker II and the following:
Skill in providing leadership and direction to others

Skill in planning and coordinating work

Skill in establishing and maintaining effective working relationships
Skill in basic mechanics

Licensing, Certification and Other Requirements

Flagging and traffic control certifications
Class A or B Commercial Driver’s License endorsement (some positions)
Air brake endorsement (some positions)

Boiler’s license, “B” grade (some positions)
