	WASTEWATER PROCESS ANALYST III



Class Summary:

The responsibilities of this classification include performing advanced/senior level technical scientific professional evaluations and experiments to monitor, evaluate, and control the products and performance of wastewater processes within a major wastewater treatment plant.  

Distinguishing Characteristics:

This is the third level within a three level classification series.  Incumbents assigned to this classification assume lead responsibility for multiple unit process areas, coordinate and integrate multiple plant unit processes, implement routine operating orders, prepare special operating order, ensure that the treatment plant meets permit requirements and plans and directs a variety of complex studies to investigate and troubleshoot various unit processes.  Leads are assigned on-going responsibility for a group of employees with the delegated authority to direct the work of subordinates in their daily job assignments.  Work involves scheduling, assigning and checking work, coaching, mentoring, and training of staff. Leads perform the same or similar duties as other employees they lead in addition to their lead responsibilities.

This classification is the advanced level responsible for the integration of multiple process areas, lead responsibility for special projects and performs complex studies that require a greater depth and breadth of knowledge.  The WPA III is distinguished from the Process Control Supervisor in that the PCS is the first line supervisory classification responsible for the overall process control function at a major wastewater treatment facility. Process control functions include a process laboratory, scientific analysis of process areas, and process engineering associated with the wastewater treatment process.

The Wastewater Process Analyst classification series is distinguished from other scientific classification series in that this series is primarily responsible to monitor, evaluate and control the products and performance of wastewater processes throughout the King County wastewater system to assure compliance with permit and policy conditions and to optimize performance to minimize costs.  Process areas include the liquid, solid, and air streams, reclaimed water facilities, small rural wastewater treatment plants, combined sewer/storm water overflow plants and pilot study plants. 

Examples of Duties (may vary by position)

Incumbents perform duties of a Wastewater Process Analyst I and II and the following.

1. Take lead responsibility for the daily performance of multiple (physical, chemical or biological) unit wastewater process areas to assist in meeting permit, policy and budgetary requirements.
2. Assist or lead major process evaluations; assist or lead in the development and implementation of process alterations and improvements; work with engineers, consultants and plant staff to design and construct new processes.
3. Develop, plan and conduct professional technical scientific/engineering studies to improve unit process performance, to research new equipment and chemicals, and commission new equipment.
4. Provide specifications to assist design engineers in the development of plans and specifications for public bidding process.
5. Act as the Process Control Supervisor in his/her absence as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills 
The knowledge and skill required for this classification are the same as for the Wastewater Process Analyst I and II with the additional knowledge requirements outlined below.

Advanced knowledge of and demonstrated experience in the application of chemistry, biology or physical sciences techniques and principles

Advanced knowledge of and demonstrated experience in the application of the theory and implementation of scientific methods and procedures including the principles and application of laboratory practices and analytical techniques and methods

Advanced knowledge and demonstrated experience in data analysis techniques and principles including data retrieval, data verification, and data integrity to meet quality control and quality assurance standards

Knowledge of and demonstrated experience in the application of project management techniques and principles

Advanced knowledge of and demonstrated experience in the application of the principles of chemical, biological and physical sampling methods and techniques

Advanced knowledge of and demonstrated experience in the design and evaluation of research and laboratory methods and procedures

Knowledge of and demonstrated experience with automated control system(s) logic

Demonstrated skill in building consensus among audiences with diverse viewpoints

Demonstrated experience in working on multiple projects and assignments simultaneously

Demonstrated skill in applying team building techniques and principles and participating on a work team

Skill in training, guiding and monitoring the work of other staff

Licensing/Certification and Other Requirements:

Washington State Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator Group III certificate

Additional licenses, certifications and other requirements determined to be necessary to meet the business needs of the employing unit may be require
The position requires the ability to work all shift schedules and required to report to work during adverse and inclement weather conditions

Incumbents perform field work at a wastewater treatment plant and associated facilities and are required to lift and carry equipment weighing up to 50 pounds, work in confined spaces, climb in and out of tanks using ladders, and work around noxious odors and high noise levels.
