Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing radiographic procedures for clients as directed by a licensed health care professional.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification distinguished from other health and medical classifications in that incumbents are responsible for performing radiographic procedures.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Review physician instruction and determine how X-rays will be taken.

2. Conduct routine and special X-ray procedures by positioning patients, determining proper exposure settings and developing X-rays.

3. Operate and maintain X-ray equipment.

4. File and log X-rays and research origin of X-ray if information is incomplete.

5. Process charts and mail notification of examination results to patients.

6. Perform routine minor maintenance and repair of equipment.

7. Order supplies, equipment and external services as required.

8. Perform other duties as assigned.
