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What you need to know
In King County, lead-based paint and lead dust are preventable sources of lead poisoning in children.  
Exposure to lead can affect a child’s developing brain and ability to learn. Some effects of lead poisoning 
may never go away.
  
Damp dust and mop once per week to protect your family from lead dust.
