Maintain a spill plan 
and train employees 
to use it. 

Do regularly maintain 
onsite drainage 
facilities.

Don’t
Don’t store chemicals and 
materials outside near 
drains that can pollute 
stormwater. 

Don’t allow debris, dirt, 
leaks and spills in outdoor 
areas to reach drains or 
sewers. 

Don't allow grease and oil 
to bypass onsite treatment 
systems. Grease can clog 
the sanitary sewer system 
and create backup 
problems. Oil and other 
pollutants that reach the 
storm drain system are 
bad for the environment. 

Don’t allow spills to reach 
storm drains.

Don’t allow buildup of 
material in onsite 
drainage facilities.

A healthy Waterway 
depends on all of us 
working together to prevent 
future contamination. 
You can help by using these 
Best Management 
Practices (BMPs) to keep 
pollution out of stormwater 
and the sanitary sewer.
