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Vaccines for children

In Washington state, all children ages 0-18 can
get routine vaccinations at no cost through a
healthcare provider that participates in the
Childhood Vaccine Program (CVP).

Your child’s healthcare provider

You can also use this opportunity to talk about
any other health concerns.

School Based Health Centers (SBHCs)

Children who live in a district with an SBHC can
access vaccinations during operating hours.

Pharmacies

Most pharmacies accept insurance or charge an
out-of-pocket fee.

Vaccines for adults

Check with your healthcare provider

(Apple Health) and Medicare. For Medicare,
contact your plan to find out which vaccines are
covered.
