What Resources Are Available?

Finding trusted emotional and mental health support may be an important part of the healing process. If you
or someone you know is experiencing physical or sexual abuse, stalking, or trafficking, there are many
resources listed in this guide that are available both nationally and locally throughout King County

Advocates are professionals trained to support individuals and families affected by domestic and/or sexual
violence. Advocates can provide support, referrals, and assistance in navigating the criminal justice system,
inform you of your rights and choices while you go through the criminal justice processes, and provide
resources and support.

If you are looking for an advocate or are working with an advocate, it is important to know the difference
between Community-based Advocates and System-based Advocates, as both have different roles and offer
different levels of support.

Some advocates work within the criminal justice system, while others work for non-profit organizations. The
difference between “System-based Advocates” (those working with police, courts, and prosecutor’s offices)
and “Community-based Advocates”, differ in the services and levels of confidentiality they provide. System-
based Advocates do not keep information about your case confidential. If you are unsure which type of
advocate you are working with, just ask them.
