As required by RCW 36.93, Notice of Intention is hereby provided to the Washington State
Boundary Review Board for King County by the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District
regarding proposal known as “Ames Lake Road Water De-Annexation.”

This action was initiated by petition per RCW 57.28.010. The withdrawal area is approximately
25 acres in size and will withdraw the area from the Sammamish Plateau Water & Sewer District
(SPWSD) to Ames Lake Water Association (ALWA) for water service. The withdrawal action
will update the SPWSD’s current water service area boundary to remove the area and into
ALWA water service boundary.

The explanation of items required to assist in the Board's consideration of the proposed action is
enclosed, numbered in accordance with the suggested format. The various exhibits which are
also enclosed are identified in the sequence in which they are referenced in the text.

As you no longer require paper copies, the District has provided an electronic copy of the
information requested for the withdrawal. A copy of this cover letter will be mailed and will
contain the check for the $50.00 filing fee of this Notice of Intention.

The District is of the opinion that a review of the background information, current public policy,
adopted comprehensive plans and the facts of the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer
District's proposed withdrawal for water service will demonstrate good public utility planning for
logical long-term service.

A. Basic Information

1. A brief description of and reason for seeking the proposed action. Include a
statement of the method used to initiate the proposed action (i.e., petition or
election method), and the complete RCW designation.

The proposed action is withdrawal (de-annexation) of an area of approximately 25 acres in size
from the Sammamish Plateau Water & Sewer District (SPWSD). Ames Lake Water Association
(ALWA) will be identified as the water purveyor for this area. The action was initiated by property
owner petition per RCW 57.28.010. The location Ames Lake Road Water De-Annexation area
includes four tax parcels and a portion of Ames Lake Road adjacent to the tax parcels with
frontage on Ames Lake Road. Three of the parcels are located in the southwest quarter of
Section 24, Township 25 North, Range 6 East, and the fourth parcel is located in the northwest
guarter of Section 25, Township 25 North, Range 6 East. The area can be generally described as
being west of 268th Ave NE, east of 266th Ave NE, south of NE 30th St, and north of NE 22nd St
(if all extended). The parcels are specifically identified as: 2425069059, 2425069026,
2425069012, and 2525069035.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

A. Overview
1. Population of proposal; what percentage is that to existing entity?

The population of the area affected by the proposed action is estimated to be between 10-15
people. The District as a whole has a population estimated in excess of 64,000, so the
percentage of the District impacted by the action is about 0.02%.

2. Territory (number of acres)

The area of the territory proposed for annexation is approximately 25 acres (0.039 square
miles). The area of the existing District corporate limits is approximately 29 square miles.

3.  Population density

Using the approximate population of the de-annexation area of 15 persons, the population
density could be estimated at approximately 0.6 persons per acre.

4. Assessed valuation

Based on King County Assessor information for 2023, the assessed valuation of the territory
proposed for withdrawal is $4,676,000. The total District assessed valuation of land and
improvements is more than approximately $22 billion.

B. Land Use
1. Existing:

Current use for three of the four lots is single family residential. The fourth lot is vacant
but has a single-family residential dwelling unit currently under construction. The existing
zoning of the entire de-annexation area is RA-5, Rural area, one dwelling unit per 5 acres.

2. Proposed: immediate or long-range

The proposed action will not change the zoning. The de-annexation area is unincorporated
within King County jurisdiction.

C. State Growth Management Act

1. Is the proposed action in conformance with the Growth Management Act
(GMA)? What specific policies apply to this proposal?

The proposed action is in conformance with the GMA. Specifically GMA goals 4, 11,
and 12 as stated in RCW 36.70A.020, applies to this de-annexation:

(4) Housing. Plan for and accommodate housing affordable to all economic segments of
the population of this state, promote a variety of residential densities and housing
types, and encourage preservation of existing housing stock.

(11) Citizen participation and coordination. Encourage the involvement of citizens in the
planning process and ensure coordination between communities and jurisdictions to
reconcile conflicts.

The withdrawal of territory is supported by a petition of the property owners included
within the de-annexation area.



(12) Public facilities and services. Ensure that those public facilities and services
necessary to support development shall be adequate to serve the development
at the time the development is available for occupancy and use without
decreasing current service levels below locally established minimum standards.

County planning under the GMA relates to this proposal at the Countywide level
through the Countywide Planning and Comprehensive Plan policies (see answers to
following sections), and the East King County Coordinated Water System Plan which
provided for joint boundaries for water purveyors.

Below are the relevant policies from Chapters 1, 2, and 9 that specifically support this
proposal.

Additionally, water services for this area is subject to the East King County Coordinated
Water Supply Plan. Both Sammamish Plateau Water & Sewer District and Ames Lake
Water Association are Class A Water Systems and have water facilities in proximity to
the de-annexation area. However, Ames Lake Water Association facilities are in closer
proximity to a majority of the de-annexation area and could provide water service more
easily and without additional main extensions, therefore is the logical water service
provider for this area.

RP-101 King County shall strive to provide a high quality of life for all of its residents
by working with cities, special purpose districts and residents to develop attractive,
safe and accessible communities at appropriate urban and rural service levels;
retain rural character and rural neighborhoods; support economic development;
promote equity and social justice; preserve and maintain resource and open space
lands; preserve the natural environment; and protect significant cultural and historic
resources.

RP-104 King County's planning should include multicounty, countywide, and
subarea levels of planning.

King County zoning identifies the annexation area as zoned RA-5, or rural area with 1
dwelling unit per 5 acres.

If so, describe the city regulations and how they compare to the County
regulations.

No, this de-annexation area is not with a city or within a city’s potential annexation area.
The area is contained within King County, and County land use policies would prevail in
this de-annexation. No changes are anticipated in the regulations associated with the
provisions of water service by the Ames Lake Water Association.

The area is designated as rural and is within King County’s jurisdiction. Additionally,
water services for this area is subject to the East King County Coordinated Water
Supply Plan. Both Sammamish Plateau Water & Sewer District and Ames Lake Water
Association are Class A Water Systems and have water facilities in proximity to the de-
annexation area. However, Ames Lake Water Association has facilities that are in
closer proximity to a majority of the de-annexation area and could provide water service

more easily without requiring main extensions, therefore is the logical water service
provider for this area.

2. Has the jurisdiction adopted a Potential Annexation Area (PAA) under the
Growth Management Act? Have you negotiated PAA agreements with
neighboring cities?

Not applicable.

3. When was your Comprehensive Plan approved? Does this plan meet
requirements set by the State of Washington? Does this plan meet
requirements set by King County?

The SPWSD 2018 Water Comprehensive Plan was approved by the SPWSD Board by
Resolution No. 4959 on May 11, 2020. The Water Comprehensive Plan was approved

by King County by Ordinance 19069 on March 24, 2020 and the State Department of
Health letter dated April 23, 2020.

4. Is this proposal consistent with and specifically permitted in the jurisdiction’s
adopted Comprehensive Plan, or will a plan amendment be required? If so,
when will that amendment be completed?

The SPWSD 2018 Water Comprehensive Plan permits withdrawal of territory when
mutually agreed upon boundary decisions are made between SPWSD and adjacent
purveyors. Ames Lake Water Association approved providing water service to this area
on March 12, 2024, therefore the boundary adjustment is mutually agreed upon.

A Comprehensive Plan Amendment is not required to withdraw a territory from the
District’'s water service area. However, when the District’'s Water Comprehensive Plan is
due for an update it will reflect this withdrawal.

5. Is a franchise required to provide service to this area? If so, is the area
included within your current franchise?

The withdrawal area is completely within the King County’s jurisdiction. Neither SPWSD
or ALWA currently has a franchise with the County. However, when work in the County

Right-of-Way occurs, Street Use Permits will be obtained by the appropriate agency or

developer when facilities are installed and maintained.

Ames Lake Water Association’s Board of Directors approved the withdrawal from
SPWSD and inclusion into the Association’s water service area on March 12, 2024.
See attached Ames Lake Water Association’s meeting minutes as supporting
documentation (Exhibit Q).

The withdrawal of territory action is being pursued through the Boundary Review Board.

The withdrawal area does not currently receive water services from a water
purveyor. Currently, three of the four properties have existing single-family
residences and use private wells for their water service. The fourth property has a
house currently under construction and will receive water from Ames Lake Water
Association as a result of this proposed action.

b) Storage location(s), capacity?

Ames Lake Water Association’s water system, according to their 2018 Water
Comprehensive Plan, has six reservoirs for a total system storage volume of
1,064,000 gallons.

c) Mains to serve the area (diameter; location)

Ames Lake Water Association’s water system, according to their 2018 Water
Comprehensive Plan, has six-inch diameter water main along 268th Ave NE and

eight-inch diameter water mains along NE Ames Lake Rd that are in proximity
and could serve the territory proposed to be withdrawn from SPWSD.

Ames Lake Water Association’s water system, according to their 2018 Water
Comprehensive Plan, has seven pressure zones and the withdrawal area would
be located in their 592 Zone which makes up most of their service area south of
Ames Lake. The area does not utilize pressure reducing stations.

Capacity available?

Ames Lake Water Association’s water system, according to their 2018 Water
Comprehensive Plan, evaluates requests for new service by determining if their
water system has sufficient capacity available. As Ames Lake Water Association
approved including the four properties subject of the withdrawal action, sufficient
capacity is available.

Water source (wells, Seattle, etc.)

Ames Lake Water Association’s water system, according to their 2018 Water
Comprehensive Plan, obtains water from eight groundwater wells (six active and
two emergency).

Financing of proposed service (LID, ULID, Developer Extension, etc.)

Ames Lake Water Association stated in their 2018 Water Comprehensive Plan
that developers would be responsible for all costs related to system improvement
and extension plans, which may include a developer extension agreement.

No agreement has been required for this withdrawal.

Describe the topography and natural boundaries of the proposal.

The topography varies within the withdrawal area. Areas North of Ames Lake Road
are flatter, to rolling slopes South of Ames Lake Road. At the very south end of the
withdrawal area has steeps slopes at approximately 60 percent. The boundaries of
the entire withdrawal area are not driven by the surrounding nature but by parcel
boundaries. The East and South boundaries abuts SPWSD’s current water service
area.

How much growth has been projected for this area during the next ten (10)
year period? What source is the basis for this projection?

Three of the four lots have existing single family residences and associated
accessory structures. The fourth lot has a house currently under construction. Based
on the RA-5 rural zoning the properties, as currently situated, are not large enough
for further subdivision.

Describe any other municipal or community services relevant to this proposal.
None.

Describe briefly any delay in implementing service delivery to the area.

Service delivery to the area is dependent on completion of Developer/property
owner extensions.

Briefly state your evaluation of the present adequacy, cost, or rates of service
to the area and how you see future needs and costs increasing. Is there any
other alternative source available for such service(s)?

Both the SPWSD and ALWA could provide water service to the withdrawal area.
However, service from SPWSD would require additional water main extensions for
service to some of the properties within the withdrawal area. ALWA has existing
infrastructure in closer proximity and could provide service without main extensions.
The change in water purveyor will not impact the rates of either purveyor.

Within the withdrawal area, King County zoning identifies the area as zoned RA-5, or rural area
with 1 dwelling unit per 5 acres. Provision of water service from the ALWA will not alter the
zoning or comprehensive plan use designation. The withdrawal from SPWSD and inclusion to
ALWA for water service will not impact the growth projections of adjacent areas or the potential
location of community facilities.

The area proposed for withdrawal from the SPWSD Corporate Limits to ALWA will not impact the
mutual economic or social interests of the adjacent areas or the local government structure.
Provision of water from ALWA will not change the local government land use agency or land use
proposals.
